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Dear Friends, 

   It seems like an eternity since I last communicated 
a personal note in the bulletin, so I am happy to be back 
at the computer keyboard to send along some greetings 
and to share a few notes with you.  Fr. Kreidler and I are 
most appreciative of the notes and messages we 
received regarding Priesthood Sunday.  Your  
messages of care and concern were happily read by us 
and touched us warmly.  Thank you for taking the time 
to do so.  You should read some of the notes from 
school and PSR!  Lots of fun in deciphering the thoughts 
of young girls and boys!   
 
   My days away on vacation took me far afield to 
areas in New England.  I spent time in the Finger Lakes 
region and the Adirondack Mountains.  Lake Placid is 
somewhat commercial in the town center but the 
surrounding area is breathtakingly beautiful.  Then it 
was up to Montreal and down through Lake Champlain.  
Never before was I in these gorgeous spots of God’s 
creation.  Being so far north, I caught a great deal of 
color.   
 
   In Massachusetts, I was able to spend some time 
with a good friend who was my former pastor in New 
York when I lived out East.  He is now the Bishop of 
Springfield and a very busy man, but nonetheless we 
had to time to share together.  Then it was off to New 
York to visit with friends – as many as I can see in such 
a short time – and then to Maryland.  More time was 
spent in Westchester County to catch up with long, long 
time friends.  Then it was up to Albany to attend a 
meeting of a board to which I belong.  Finally, winding 
my way home, I was in Scranton, PA to visit two IHM 
sisters (“nuns”) with whom I had worked in publishing.  
They are still doing great work for the Lord, and they 
showed me all around the metropolis of Scranton with 
its two Catholic universities:  the University of Scranton 
and Marywood University.  Quite something.  Again, the 
colors on the trees were magnificent.  It often seemed 
as if they were illuminated from the inside out!  
 
   When I came home, I was happy to get back into 
my own room and my own space, as I suppose we all 
are when returning from a trip.  Alaska is still on my 
future agenda, but it will have to wait for some time.  
Like you, I never expected the economy to be so wild 
during these last weeks.  I hesitatingly called the guy 
who handles my own personal finances.  As I figured, I 
turned out to be worth about half of what I used to be 

worth in just a few short weeks.  Oh well, I wasn’t 
planning on an early retirement anyway.  I do know that 
we should continue to pray for all those in our parish 
community and in our surrounding area who have been 
hit hard by the economy.  The loss of a job can be pretty 
devastating.  Let’s keep all these families close to the 
top of our prayer lists.   
 
   As I write, I don’t know yet who will be our next 
president.  This article must be sent to the printer early 
in the week, so I won’t be able to mention our new 
leader.  I will continue to pray for whomever the 
president is, for certainly our country and the whole 
world needs a leader of substance and great wisdom for 
the challenges we have yet to face.  The exercise in 
democracy in which we engage during political 
campaigns reminds the world of the health of a 
democracy and the value and virtue of thoughtful and 
faithful citizenship.  God bless our president.  God bless 
our country and all our elected officials.   
 
   This weekend I am planning on addressing the 
parish at each Mass about our budget and yearly report 
to the diocese.  We have had our budget approved, as 
you know, and I want to make a few comments about it 
and about the future as we see it from both an economic 
and spiritual point of view.  Our cluster report has been 
submitted and I believe has been accepted.  But the 
plan of working closely with others is just beginning.  
Thanks to all of you, St. Angela Merici continues to be a 
thriving and vibrant parish.  Bishop Lennon, when he 
was here last week for our GIFT program, remarked to 
me how happy he was to see our people together and 
how creative our parish seems to be.  I agree with him.

THE BASILICA OF ST. JOHN, THE LATERAN 
 

   What is the name of the pope's cathedral? If you 
said the Vatican, or St. Peter's, you were off by a few 
miles, since the answer is the Basilica of St. John, the 
Lateran, the "Mother Church" of all the churches of the 
world and the cathedral of the Diocese of Rome. It takes 
its name from the Lateran family, the Trumps of their 
day, who somehow ran afoul of the Emperor Nero. He 
seized all their property, including their vast Roman 
palace and estate. We don't know how Plautius 
displeased Nero so badly, but eventually all the Lateran 
property came to Constantine, the first Christian 
emperor, through his wife, Fausta. Early in the fourth 
century, when Christianity was at last legalized, 
Constantine gave the property to the church. Soon the 
great meeting halls were expanded and adapted. 
 

   Over the centuries, the church building has been 
sacked by armies, ruined by fire, torn down, and rebuilt. 
The oldest and most unchanged part of the Lateran is a 
vast, separate baptistery with steps leading down to a 
huge green basalt pool. Imagine what a triumphal 
moment the dedication of this public church building 
was for a community that had worshiped in secret for so 
long! Today's feast is really about the tradition of 
consecrating space for worship, and so by extension, a 
feast for your parish church building and, given the 
beautiful second reading, for its baptistery as well.
