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2009 CHURCH CALENDAR  The calendar is now open 
for the first half of 2009. Please stop by the Parish 
Center if you would like to schedule a Mass intention. 
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Eighty-five percent – 85% -- of the budget is concerned 
with wages and benefits.   
   Health care benefits, for example, seem to rise 
each year.  “Extraordinary” expenses such as 
assistance to needy families are a regular part of our 
work here, too.  Thankfully, many of our parishioners 
are faithful each week to their stewardship.  Even when 
they are away, they remember us through the mail or by 
“catching up” from one week to another.  In order for us 
to reach our goal each week, it is essential that the 
majority of the faithful contribute to the collection.  When 
we do not meet the budget outline, we are forced to turn 
to savings.  That is not a wise fiscal policy.  Rather, the 
wise fiscal policy is not to take from savings but to 
build into the budget weekly contribution to our 
savings .   
   The parish needs your help during these last 
weeks of our fiscal year – the fiscal year ends June 30th.  
The monthly salary costs for teachers and staff don’t 
take a vacation in the summer.  The monthly 
assessments to the diocese and to the costs of health 
care benefits do not stop during the summer months.  
To get through the summer when tuition monies are not 
coming in and when offertory collections tend to dip, 
parishes are often tense.  I am speaking here about the 
day-to-day operations of the parish, not about 
extraordinary fund raising activities for future projects or 
parish investments.  I am talking about the weekly 
offering.   
   What can we do?   The answer is really simple.  If 
all of us could prayerfully reflect on the necessity and 
importance of our weekly offering to God, then the 
sacrifices we make together  will enable us to meet our 
obligations as a parish family.  This is not the 
responsibility of the few.  It is the task of us al l.  An 
increase of several dollars each week by everyone 
would do the trick and share the sacrifice evenly and 
less painfully.  Several thousand  St. Angela 
parishioners come to Mass each week in our parish 
church.  We also welcome friends and neighbors at the 
5:30 P.M. Sunday Mass who support us and deeply 
appreciate having a Sunday evening liturgy.  If all of us 
made an extra effort especially during May and June 
and then kept up the pace during the year, we would be 
right on target.  Thank you for reading this carefully and 
prayerfully and for considering an increase in your 
offering to God.  I also want you to know that while our 
school families have the added burden of tuition, most 
of  them are already making  their impact felt in the

Dear Friends,  

   Please say a prayer for the new priests  of our 
diocese who were ordained last week.  May God give 
them the grace of perseverance and fill them with a 
spirit of zeal in their ministry.  I also want you to be 
aware of a practical matter regarding the priest of the 
diocese.  The priests throughout the diocese come 
together corporately in a special convocation  every 
two years.  Because we are such a large diocese (17th 
largest in the country), it’s not easy to gather everyone 
together at the drop of a hat.  Add to that the shortage of 
vocations, and you can see how difficult it is to schedule 
time away even for vacations and continuing education.  
The demands of ministry in parishes, schools, hospitals, 
and other venues never stop.  This fall we are to 
convene at Sawmill in Huron , Ohio from October 21 
thru October 24.  This will be a time for us to confirm 
and renew ourselves in faith and in service to God’s 
people.  We will have with us Archbishop George 
Niederaurer of San Francisco , California.  He will be 
our main speaker throughout the convocation.  This is a 
time not simply for relaxation.  It is a time for us to pray 
together at Eucharist, at the Liturgy of the Hours, and to 
take time for the sacrament of Reconciliation.  It is also 
a time for us to be with our bishop to share ideas in an 
open forum.  Moreover, there will be workshops 
available to us for continuing growth.   
   This is more than a convention, and it is certainly 
not a vacation.  It is in reality a part of our priestly duty 
to ourselves and to you.  Thus, you should know that 
the priests of our diocese will be in convocation during 
that week.  This is an expectation of our bishop  and a 
part of our obligation to him.  It is also an obligation that 
we owe to our parishes and to our brother priests.  
Certainly, we will have to cover emergencies, but we are 
praying that this time of convocation will be free of such 
exigencies so that we may have time for renewal.  
Thank you for understanding the importance of this time 
in October.  Please remember all our priests in your 
prayers and in your work for vocations.   
   I also need your assistance in another practical 
matter .  You undoubtedly notice each week in the 
bulletin that our financial goal  for the offertory collection.  
Sometimes we do make that goal and even exceed it.  
Many times, however, we do not.  The challenges of our 
economy are real.  I nearly faint each time I drive up to 
the gas pump.  But the goal we have set for each 
week’s contributions is built into our budget forecasts.  
Whenever we do not make the goal, we jeopardize our 
ability to meet the operational budget set for by our 
finance council.  As you are aware, the bulk of any 
operational budget deals with wages and benefits.

HOPSITALS AND NURSING HOMES  Whenever you 
are taken to the hospital or whenever a loved one is 
hospitalized, please make sure that you are asked for 
your religious affiliation and also the name of the parish 
that you attend.  If no religion is placed in the hospital 
records, the Catholic Chaplain and extraordinary 
ministers of Holy Communion may not know of your 
presence in the hospital.  Sadly, people may get 
overlooked or parishes may not be notified.  Why is this 
so?  Recent privacy laws were enacted to ensure our 
privacy and confidentiality – in reality to protect us – but 
these laws can sometimes backfire on us if we don’t 
make sure people know who and where we are.  
Beyond this, we should realize that pastoral care is 
available to us when we are confined to a health care 
facility.  For example, Fairview Hospital has a Catholic 
chaplain.  By a longstanding agreement with the 
diocese, our parish and a few other parishes on the 
West  side, send a check to the diocese to subsidize 
this chaplain’s salary each month.  So make sure that 
you let him know through the pastoral care department 
that you are at the hospital.  He is there specifically to 
serve your needs and the needs of your family.  The 
same is true for St. John’s Westshore, Lakewood, the 
Cleveland Clinic, University Hospitals, and Metro 
General.  Moreover, you may not realize that each 
parish has assigned nursing homes in its care. 
 

Our staff tries to do as much as we can in an effort to 
supplement the work of those parishes to which nursing 
facilities are assigned.  Most definitely, if you need a 
Catholic priest for anointing or confession, or if you 
desire to receive Holy Communion, you should ask and 
make your spiritual needs known to the Pastoral Care 
Departments of the various hospitals in our area.  
Chaplain services are included at Veteran’s Hospitals, 
too.  Some large nursing facilities, such as the Lutheran 
Home, have professional Catholic pastoral staff, too.  
With the declining number of priests, normal parish 
staffs simply cannot get to all the health care sites to 
which we would like to go.  It certainly is a different 
world than it was twenty-five years ago.  That is why we 
are grateful to all those who dedicate themselves to 
pastoral care.  God bless them in their efforts at a most 
critical time in a person’s life.  Don’t forget that you, too, 
can be involved in pastoral care, particularly in distributing 
Holy Communion at Fairview Hospital.
