Dear Friends,

This Tenth Sunday in Ordinary Time finds us into
summer with all its plans and projects . Someone on
staff has a list of things for her husband to do. She calls
it her “honey do” list: “Honey, | need you to do this and
todothat...” Sound familiar? We have somewhat of a
“to do” list each summer as all parishes undoubtedly
have. After a year of wear and tear in the school and on
the grounds, it is necessary to rejuvenate the parish
grounds and see to repairs and improvements.

Here's a short list to keep you up-to-date on the
summer. Also remember that we are helping out our
cluster partner, St. Christopher, by having some
weddings here from their parish whilst their church is
under some renovation. Here we go:

Work on some of our rental properties to keep

them in ship shape

Fix the maintenance garage roof; it really needs
replacement but not a “hot” item this year
Complete elevator repair and maintenance in the
school

Rescreen gym floor and clean air-conditioning
ducts and light replacement as needed

Air-conditioning repair and update in the library/

computer lab

Air-conditioning repair in the cafeteria

Repair and replacement of locks around property
due to age and heavy use

Complete stair repair at rectory and fix screening

(building is over 50 years old)

Finish landscaping around property

Sound system updates in church; one mixer is in
bad shape

Interior scaffolding for ceiling repair after roof
damage in winter

Sprinkler repair around property

Windbreak and small awning for parish center

before door damage in high winds

Repair, crack-fill, re-seal, and re-stripe entire
parking area

Social hall curtain for stage area

Plumbing repairs in school — lots of use by school,
PSR, GIFT, and sports teams

Miscellaneous electrical updates and repair
Normal painting after a long year in school and
other buildings as needed

Normal pointing (tuck pointing) repair in various
areas of all brick buildings

These are just the regular, routine types of work
that must be done to keep our buildings in good shape.
Sometimes the parishes in our diocese have had to

forgo such maintenance and regular repair due to
budgetary concerns. As you can well imagine, when
that happens, the repair bills mount up and become
almost astronomical. Thank God we are able to keep
up with our regular maintenance needs and
requirements. Otherwise, we would have to postpone
them for another day, and that is not a wise decision as
all homeowners know. Bravo to our Finance Council for
keeping us in line.

We also try to work around the Mass schedule and
the wedding schedules in particular. No bride wants to
have scaffolding in church on the day of her wedding, so
we make provisions for these once-in-a-lifetime
occasions.

The basic schedule for next year — August through
June of 2008/09 — has been tentatively set. We know
when Confirmation will take place — March 29" — and
we know that Bishop Lennon will be the celebrant. |
asked him for a favor for next year: would he possibly
come to give us a talk at our Fall GIFT program? The
theme is St. Paul and who he really is for the year of
Paul. The bishop said that he would love to do this
for us. So, we will welcome him to share his thoughts
with us in later October. He could not come on Sunday,
so we moved the GIFT to Monday and Tuesday
evenings. Watch for the dates. | would like our
Confirmation candidates to set aside the time so that
they will begin to know the bishop who will be confirming
them. | think that’'s rather neat or cool or awesome or
sweet (one of the words that young people use today to
express pleasure as to what is good and ok). The
bishop is a gifted speaker, a great theologian, and a
former seminary rector, as well as a bishop, former
pastor, and student of St. Paul. So, | think we are very
lucky, indeed. Families of next year's Confirmation
class will be receiving a separate mailing regarding these
dates, so keep an eye open in your mail — e or snail!
