Dear Friends,

We have been exploring on and off the theme of
faith this year. Coupled with that, we have now begun
the year of Paul. | hope that you will choose one or two
letters of Paul to be your personal guides in the coming
months as you deepen your love for God’s word and as
you seek a closer relationship with Christ. Paul’s letters
aren’t usually too long. Some are, in fact, quite brief,
such as Philemon. My advice is that when you read a
letter, be sure you prepare to do so by doing some
background reading . Many helpful hints about reading
these texts are available to us, either in religious
bookstores or on the internet. Even your family Bible
probably has an introductory set of notes for each book
of the Bible to help in your spiritual reading and
reflection. Don't bypass these, for they can help you
immeasurably. Always remember that these books of
the Bible come to us as God’s word, but they were
written in a different time and from a different culture.
Ergo, we need to approach them with care.

One of the best study Bibles | have found is the
The Catholic Bible, New American translation. It is a
personal study edition published by Oxford. You will
enjoy it. | also like the New Revised Standard edition
and the English Bible. The contemporary Good News
Bibles are easy to read, but sometimes the richness of
the text is lost to me. But whatever translation you use,
you can trust its authenticity if it has a Nihil Obstat and
an Imprimatur at the beginning of the book near the title
page. These declarations by the Church will insure that
you are reading a text that is not inimical to your spiritual
life.

For the next couple of months with rare exception,
we will be hearing from one of Paul's most beloved and
comprehensive letters, his Letter to the Romans .
Along with Matthew in this cycle of Sunday readings,
Romans will occupy our thoughts and Eucharistic
gatherings. This letter will remind us of the call to
surrender ourselves to Christ. This self-surrender is so
important.  Faith, much of the time, means thinking,
believing, acting in ways that go beyond reason. Faith
means following God’s ways, and God’s ways are not
our ways. This doesn’'t mean that God is unreasonable;
it simply means that we must in all humility try to see
things as God sees them, not just in our limited, human
perspective.

Paul invites us to be transformed into the
likeness of Christ , into His body. Paul's Letter to the
Romans is a powerful exposition of the doctrine of the
supremacy of Christ and of faith in Christ as the source
of salvation. It is an implicit plea to the Christians at
Rome — and to all Christians — to hold fast to that faith.

This letter has, of all Paul's correspondence held pride
of place. It is always first in the list of the letters of the
New Testament. Undoubtedly, it is the longest and the
most systematic of his letters for it unfolds the apostle’s
thought, expounding the Gospel of God’s righteousness
that saves all who believe. It reflects a universal
outlook, yet arose as did all his letters out of a specific
situation when Paul was writing probably from the city of
Corinth in Greece. He was about to leave for Jerusalem
as he writes and had planned to go to Rome on his way
to Spain. He was seeking new opportunities in the
western region of the Mediterranean world to help
complete the divine plan of evangelization. He knew
these journeys would be hazardous , and we know from
the Acts of the Apostles that Paul was arrested in
Jerusalem and came to Rome only in chains as a
prisoner . His dreamed of travel to Spain would never
take place.

From the very beginning of this letter, Paul follows
the standard form that would be common practice in the
Greco-Roman world of his time. In fact, we use a form
of greeting much like that at the beginning of our Mass.
Some passages in the letter are part of the greatest
literary output of humanity, as you will see when you
read through the letter and meditate on its message and
application to your life.

Remember as you listen to and read Paul to the
Romans that he was a Roman citizen from birth , a
status which carried certain privileges. Obviously, he
was well educated, both in the Greek world and as a
Pharisee. Like us, he never knew Jesus before the
resurrection. He was a convert, and his spectacular
conversion included, he felt, a call to preach the
Christian message of salvation to all people.

Romans is also interesting because several
characteristics set it apart from Paul’'s other letters. In
Romans, Paul addresses a church (local community) he
has not founded. He is not answering a letter from a
known group. He writes seeking help and acceptance.
Thus, Romans can seem to lack a personal tone that
is more a part of the other epistles, or letters, o f
Paul. Although Paul does not know the Roman church
personally, he is bonded with them through the common
faith they both share. Paul’'s concern in Romans for the
unity in faith of all believers and for reconciliation in the
midst of differences makes this letter significant for any
age or culture. The letter comes close to being like a
circular letter, one meant to circulate to a number
of readers, developing some of Paul's most basic

theological ideas. If you really want to know what Paul
thinks, then Romans is a doorway to that experience.

Many spiritual writers suggest that you concentrate
on Chapter 8 of Romans . You'll really like it. Spend
some time reading and reflecting on it. Then ask
yourself, “What does this say to me about the role of the
Holy Spirit in my life and in the life of the community?”
Enjoy.
