Dear Friends,

On occasion people ask very practical questions.
Here’s a short quiz for you to see how practical you can
be in answering the questions for new parishioners or
visitors. How many bathrooms do we have on the main
level of the church? If you guessed three, you are
correct. There is the ever-popular bathroom in the main
vestibule of the church. Then there is the bathroom
located near the community room. It is the only one to
have a changing table for the needs of young parents.
Then there is a bathroom in the main sacristy. This one
is often used by nervous grooms prior to the sound of
the wedding march!

Where is the community room ? Named
community room some years ago by I-don’t-know-
whom, this large room is off the east door of the
sanctuary. It is the place where small meetings can be
held, the place where flowers are stored/put into
bouquets, the room in which the contemporary
ensemble prepares for the YOSA Masses, the room in
which we store food items for Food Sunday, the place in
which we store some vestments and other materials
related to the liturgy. The entrance to the community
room and to David Tidyman’'s office (organist/music
director) should be unlocked during Masses. This is the
door inside the east vestibule entrance to the church.

Here are a few more practical questions. Where is
the Social Hal I? Underneath the church and accessed
by the doors at the north end of the church between the
school and church buildings. Where is the Rini Center ?
That is the gymnasium and cafeteria complex at the
north end of the school. Where are the priests’ offices?
All offices are in the Parish Center building to the west
of Corrigan-DiCicco Funeral Home.

How many times did the parish add on to the
school?  Actually, there are six separate building
periods for the school and gym. You can see this by
looking carefully at the brick work around the building.

What is a pressing need for the St. Angela
campus? Other than fixing the drainage challenges that
we have along with others in the neighborhood, the
most pressing need we have is to replace windows in
the school and the north end of the church. Wasn't the
entire church built in 1947/48? No, the north end with
the sanctuary and additional lower level rooms began to
be under construction in 1959. That is just under fifty
years ago. The casement-style windows were probably
state-of-the-art back a half century ago, but today are
thoroughly energy inefficient, along with the windows in
the older parts of the school and the glass block. It is
certainly a major project, but we do need to address this
window (and ultimately door) issue soon to save on heat

and to make our classrooms more temperate for
students and staff alike. That is why | want you to keep
an eye out for some announcements in the near future
as to how we are going to solve this challenge together.
| am confident that you will enjoy it.

But in the meantime, | want you to take a careful
look at the windows and doors to see what | mean and
why we have been urged to address this issue in the
near future.

Now for something completely different:
indulgences ! In a recent bulletin article, | mentioned
the offering of a plenary indulgence in the year of Paul.
Here are some thoughts from the popular Web site
www.americancatholic.org for your perusal. The
mention of indulgences continues to surprise many
Catholics. They might ask, “Didn't we get rid of
indulgences somewhere along the way? If not,
shouldn’t we be hiding them in the closet?” In truth,
indulgences have not been left behind. Like a wise old
person, the Church carries in her heart practices that
people with less life experience might dismiss. Seeing
wisdom in indulgences, a practice that arose at the
beginning of the second millennium of the Church, Pope
Paul VI reformed our understanding of indulgences in
1967, but he did not abandon them. In spite of tragic
abuses - including those that sparked the Reformation
in the 16™ century — the Roman Catholic Church has
maintained that indulgences, when understood properly,
are valuable to us. The reforms of the 1960s placed
indulgences on the back burner while we concentrated
on the sacraments. Now in the third millennium of
Christianity, a resurgence of interest has been brought
to the fore, starting with Pope John Paul 1l . He taught
that the Church should be able to use this practice on
special occasions to celebrate and nurture our faith.

In an era that is uncomfortable admitting sin, the
Church reminds us that, try as we may, we will not make
it on our own. We are human beings. We are
imperfect, sinful people blessed by God’s mercy. How's
that for a Pauline emphasis! Sin — even forgiven sin —
has enduring consequences. The vandal, for example,
who destroys part of a house or other property might be
forgiven by the owner, but the destruction still
remains to be dealt with. Cleaning up a mess, helping
to rebuild a reputation that has been slandered, both of
these are opportunities for further healing

The Catechism of the Catholic Church explains that
sin from its very nature (not from silly notion of God's
vengeance) has a “double consequence”: separating

us completely from God (mortal sin) or separating us
somewhat from God by our attachment to other things
(venial sin). Catholics believe that the consequences of
our poor moral choices can extend even beyond our
death. Church teaching sees purgatory as a process
after death in which we will undergo purification to make
us ready for full union with God. Yet, God is merciful.
God creates in such a way that, among the Church,
living and dead, we pilgrims help one another along the
way toward union with God. We do good works for one
another here on earth. We proclaim God’s mercy to the
world, and we pray for one another — even beyond the
veil of death — at our prayers of the faithful and when we
have a Mass intention listed in the bulletin.

Those prayers, good acts, public withnesses do
some good, we believe. They help us to reconcile, to
move each other closer to God. Not unlike what we call
actual graces. Normally, of course, we see
reconciliation at Mass and through the sacrament of
Reconciliation.  Indulgences are something special
beyond the sacraments. I'll leave this as a “cliff hanger”
until next week.

Have you started to read Paul or about him?
Oremus pro invicem. Soli Deo Gloria.
