Dear Friends,

Here are some more thoughts for your summer
musings regarding the Year of Paul and the opportunity
for indulgences that we spoke of last week. Pope Paul
VI described the effects of plenary and partial
indulgences. A plenary indulgence , given after a
prescribed set of actions and prayers, fully removes
temporal punishment for sin. The indulgence offered
during the Year of Paul is a plenary indulgence. A
partial indulgence is more limited.

Whatever we do, we never, never, never think
about indulgences in a crass numerical way or in some
other pedestrian sense — indulgences aren't a type of
“frequent flyer miles” bonus scheme. That would be an
abuse. Moreover, we don't try to accumulate
indulgences simply to assure us or a loved one of a
“free ride” into heaven. God's grace is much more
mysterious and serious than that. That is why Pope
Paul VI stopped all talk about numbers or measurement
when speaking about the effectiveness of partial
indulgences.

On the other hand, faith tells us that we can be
certain of God's promises to us and of the value of
prayer in the communion of saints. Just as we are
certain that Jesus is truly present among us at each
celebration of the Eucharist, in the Word of God, and in
the gathered assembly, we can be certain that some
things will bring us closer to God.

The highly regarded theologian Karl Rahner, S.J.,
expressed well this aspect of indulgences: “The nature
of an indulgence consists, then, in the special
intercession continually made by the Church, in its
liturgy and in the prayers of its members applied to a
particular member. Because that intercession is the
prayer of the holy Church itself and concerns a benefit
which is indubitably in harmony with the will of God, it is
in itself always certain of being heard.” (Sacramentum
Mundi)

It might be remembered that St. Francis of Assisi
persuaded Pope Honorius Il to authorize an indulgence
for prayers on the feast of the Portiuncula (Our Lady of
Angels, August 2"). That indulgence in the 13" century
and still available helped to end the violence of the
crusades. The Church encourages us to continue
making use of indulgences, such as the one this year for
Paul and also for the Portiuncula.

Some people may ask, “If our Lord did not mention
indulgences, on what basis does the Church have
authority to grant such things?” Again, back to Paul VI.
This pope authorized new norms and handbook, the

Enchiridion of Indulgences. The book is available in
English. All general grants and ordinances concerning
indulgences that were not included in the new
Enchiridion were revoked by Pope Paul VI's action.
Again, the Catechism defines an indulgence as a
remission of temporal punishment due to sins whose
guilt has already been forgiven. The faithful Christian,
who is duly disposed, may gain an indulgence under
certain prescribed conditions through the action of the
Church, which, as the minister of redemption, dispenses
and applies with authority the treasury of the
satisfactions of Christ and the saints. The power of the
pope to grant indulgences rests on the power of the
keys — the power given him by Jesus to bind and loose.

In granting indulgences, the pope draws on the
treasury of the Church — the superabundant merits of
Jesus and the merits of the communion of saints. The
Enchiridion established three general grants of
indulgences followed by others that are attached to
some particular prayers or works. General grants of
partial indulgences are made for those who raise their
minds to God with humble confidence in the
performance of their duties and in bearing the trials of
life and as they add some prayerful invocation. Such
indulgences are also given to the faithful who give of
themselves or their goods in the spirit of faith and mercy
to serve their sisters and brothers in need; and lastly
indulgences are given to the faithful who, in the spirit of
penance, voluntarily deprive themselves of what is licit
and pleasing to them (fasting, almsgiving, etc.). These
general grants are followed by others attached to
prayers and acts such as reading Sacred Scripture
(good idea in the Year of Paul), adoration of the Blessed
Sacrament, and prayer before a crucifix. Do you have a
crucifix at home?

What if someone asks you the following: Why
should we even bother about indulgences? If a person
has faith in Jesus Christ and His saving gift of salvation,
we shouldn’t worry. Indulgences in this sense may
suggest that Jesus’ death on the cross was not entirely
useful. How would we answer that?

Some people speak of faith as though it were
exclusively an activity of the mind. Other people believe
— and the Catholic Church teaches — that genuine faith
already includes a person'’s response to God’s grace. In
the Letter to the Galatians, Paul says that we have faith
working through love. You should read that letter,

especially the fifth chapter. It's truly beautiful. The
Catholic Church understands indulgences in this
framework. No one needs indulgences in order to be
saved. That is clear . But everyone who is saved does
need a faith that is more than saying, “Lord,
Lord” (Matthew 7:21). Jesus says that a faith-filled
person must seek to do something — to do God’s will.
Remember that sin has built-in negative consequences,
which have a life of their own. Sin drags us down, and
its effects are far reaching. But so is God’s grace and
the spiritual treasury of the Church community.

| could tell a lie about someone and later repent of
it and be forgiven in confession. Would my repentance
guarantee that this lie will stop — even if | told the truth to
everyone to whom | told that lie? No. It is simply not
true to say that repentance for a particular sin means
that sin can no longer have any ongoing negative
consequences. Jesus’ disciples must learn to accept
that part of reality . That is why we pray constantly,
why we have penances in confession, and so forth. The
temporal punishment due to sin has immediate
consequences for the sinner. He or she realizes that sin
hurts a person’s relationship with God; repentance is
part of mending that relationship and of living out that
relationship more completely. Have you ever been the
brunt of a joke or the victim of gossip or the object of
humiliation? Boy, does that hurt. I'll bet it still hurts
today, even a long time after.

Jesus alone saves . If | think, however, that
saying, “Lord, Lord” is enough, | am mistaken. | need to
acknowledge that every sin is, in fact, not a shortcut to
something good but a dead end. God invites us to use
our freedom in a way that is worthy of someone made
in God’s image and likeness . Faith always involves a
response — not to impress God but to allow God'’s grace
to bear fruit, to affect our decisions radically. Thus, we
should teach these time-honored truths and wisdom to
the young so that they realize the consequences of their
actions — for good and for ill.

Back on earth, have you looked at the sacristy
windows on the north side of the church yet? Fifty years
have certainly taken their toll. Too bad indulgences
don’t work on brick and mortar and window panes!
Have a great week. Think raffle . Another month, and
we’re back to school. Ouch! Oremus pro invicem. Soli
Deo Gloria. And when you are away on vacation,
remember: Je ne t oublie pas. Tu me manques. God
bless.
