Dear Friends,

As we continue through the year of St. Paul, | hope
you are inspired to delve into some of Paul’s letters and
have taken an opportunity during these slower summer
days to reflect on those writings. My summer of late has
taken an interesting turn. Just like St. Paul got
shipwrecked, | have been run aground with bacterial
pneumonia. My mother also had pneumonia this past
month, so we have had time to commiserate together.

Thank you for your thoughts, prayers, cards and
well wishes for a quick recovery. Thank you also to Fr.
Rod, Deacon Agrippe, Deacon McKenna and all the
parish staff who have filled in during my absence and
kept everything at the parish running so smoothly.
Hopefully, | will be back to work soon and just in time to
look forward to the opening of school and PSR.

Since | didn't get the chance to write a full article
this week, | thought it would be a good time to re-run a
favorite of mine, regarding sponsors.

Being asked to take on the role of Baptismal
sponsor (godparent) or Confirmation sponsor is
a great moment in our lives. We are asked not
simply because we're relatives or because we are
nice. No, we are being asked because we are
considered to be great role models in living out our
own Baptism and in following Christ and in being
strong and active members of the Church
community. The sponsor represents the Church as
a whole in these sacraments. Thus, asking
someone who is not even Christian or who does not
practice his/her faith should be the furthest thing
from our minds

Thus, when asked to be a sponsor , the Church
(not just the local parish) asks for a sponsor to get a
sponsor certificate from his or her parish in which
they are registered. This means first and foremost
that you have to be registered to get a certificate.
The certificate states that a person is practicing his/
her Catholic faith. It is issued from the parish at
which the person is registered. If you belong here at
St. Angela’s and are asked to be a sponsor for a
Baptism or Confirmation here in our parish, we look
up your records and talk to you directly. Thus, you
do not need a written certificate.

If you want to be a sponsor at another
Catholic Church other than St. Angela , contact us
to get a sponsor certificate. To receive a sponsor
certificate from St. Angela Merici or any other
Catholic Church, a person must be at least 16 years
old; have received the sacraments of Baptism,
Confirmation, and Eucharist; be a practicing Catholic
(attend Mass regularly); be officially registered at a

parish; and if married be in a valid Catholic marriage
recognized by the Catholic Church. A valid marriage
in the Catholic Church is one that has been
performed by a priest or deacon. Or the Catholic
who is married in a non-Catholic ceremony had
already seen a priest and obtained a dispensation
prior to that marriage. Both these types of marriages
(Catholic ceremony or non-Catholic ceremony with
dispensation) are recognized as valid Catholic
marriages by the Church. Also, by Church law,
parents cannot be sponsors for their own children.

The question arises regarding Christian
Witnesses . If you wish someone to be a sponsor
who belongs to a mainline Christian Church and is a
practicing member of that Church, he or she may be
a witness at Baptism provided that the other sponsor
is a practicing Catholic and fulfills the requirements
mentioned above. And if there are two sponsors for
Baptism (only one is required) one must be male,
the other female. Two women or two men cannot be
sponsors. The best advice: get the right information
before asking someone to be a Christian Witness.
Why can a non-Catholic Christian be a Christian
Witness? Because we share the same sacrament of
Baptism with our fellow Christians who were
baptized in water and in the name of the Father, and
of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. We are bonded with
these Christians in a special way through Baptism.

Should you have any doubts regarding the
above, please talk to a priest or deacon prior to
asking someone to be a sponsor. Save yourself
embarrassment by doing so. Again, these
requirements are for the Church throughout the
world; they are not simply local requirements.

Being a godparent or sponsor means having
a spiritual relationship in someone’s life  , and this
relationship lasts for a lifetime. The sponsor is to
take an active and supportive role in helping
someone to understand and live out Baptism and
Confirmation commitments. That is why these rules
and regulations are in place. In our parish we are
trying to do what is right — not just to follow rules but
to make sure that the entire meaning of sponsorship
is understood for the benefit of the person being
baptized and confirmed. Who would want it otherwise?

| hope this information helps to clear any
misunderstandings. If you have further questions, you
can always contact Fr.

FROM OUR PARISH NURSE...

PREVENT TRAVELER’'S THROMBOSIS

Traveler's thrombosis is the formation of blood
clots in the legs resulting from sitting in a cramped
position for long hours. This mainly affects those who
travel for more than 12 hours at a time. Cramped
seating, inactivity and dehydration all increase your risk.
If you have concerns, talk to your physician.

To decrease your risk:

Sit straight, don'’t cross your legs.

Wear baggy clothes to improve your circulation.
Drink plenty of water and juice.

Find legroom...stretch your legs, make circles
with your ankles and feet every half hour.

Move your body every 1-2 hours, even just
standing up and doing toe lifts.

Go shoeless, wiggle your toes.

Eat low-fat foods, fatty foods can make your
blood platelets sticky and promote clotting.

FIRST THINGS FIRST The following article was
originally published in the events program at The FEST,
the annual Catholic family festival held last weekend at
the Center for Pastoral Ministry in Wickliffe. Enjoy!

First Things First . It's all about priorities! Our
daily challenge is to make choices based on our
values and our priorities. The FEST would like to stir
up a challenge for you and your family. We call it,
“First things first, Forever.” It's actually quite simple.
We realize that there is so much going on in
everyone’s life — sports, family, work, school,
friends, dance lessons and more. These are good
things. They also have filled some of the time we
need to have for God and for family. That's where
we challenge you to put First things first, Forever.

If we want to live forever with God, then we
need to put God first. We suggest three simple,
meaningful, life-shaping and family building
ways:

1. Before you jump into your busy weekend of
activities, put God first. Make plans to attend
Sunday Mass, first. It's important especially for
our young people. When we make it to all the
sports games and other Sunday activities —
we are saying — sports and everything else is
first and most important. When we attend Mass
together, first, then we are saying God is first
and most important in our day — in our life.

2. We would like to challenge every coach and
team to set aside a TEAM MASS each
weekend. While some families won't be able
to attend, imagine the life lesson that this will
teach each student athlete — God needs to
come FIRST. During the season, a team Mass
each weekend reinforces the importance of
putting our faith first. It's also a great tradition
to begin each practice and game first with a
prayer.

3. The FIRST thing you need to do every day is to
start with a prayer. It can be something as
simple as “Thank you God for another day.”
Imagine how powerful it can be if God is the
first thought and first action of every day. With
God, all things will be possible each day!!

Perhaps it's a crazy FEST idea or just enough
of an idea to help encourage all of us to put God first
— in each day — in each season — in each and
every moment of our lives. Everyone will be better,
holier, and stronger with the Lord.

Try it for a season. See the difference it will
make! First things first, Forever.
