But Scripture is 
filled with hope and truth.  Studying the Bible is about 
regaining our story and realizing who we really are.  In 
this way we can renew hope in Christ and regain an 
ultimate intimacy with God.

Dear Friends,  

   Once again, I have to share my deep gratitude to 
all for your thoughts and prayers whilst I was under the 
weather.  The pneumonia bug had my name on it this 
year and stopped me in my tracks for a couple of 
weeks.  The reality of ill health reminds us that we 
cannot do everything we want whenever we want.  It 
also humbles us and tells us once again Who is in 
charge of the universe.  My own thoughts and prayers 
turned also to the many people among our family and 
friends who are currently suffering from chronic and 
challenging illnesses.  Prayer is so powerful and so 
deeply appreciated by all of our brothers and sisters and 
their loved ones.   
   These days of illness also underscored the hard 
work of our parish and school staffs.  Fr. Rod, Deacon 
Jim, Deacon Kevin, Erick Lupson, our pastoral and 
office staffs took perfect care of the needs of our parish 
family.  Thank God for them and their dedication.  All 
our great parish members who are involved in multiple 
ministries (extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion, 
lectors, etc.) kept things humming along.  Thanks also 
go to the priests who were able to assist us on Sundays 
and during the week.   
   Please make sure that you take good care of 
yourselves, too.  Not only did I have pneumonia, but my 
mother had it as well a few weeks before me.  Another 
pastor I know in Parma had severe bronchitis and 
sinusitis, limiting his ability to work.  He even had to skip 
a wedding, so severe was his condition.  Luckily, these 
two weeks of my pneumonia were the “perfect” time for 
me with no weddings scheduled and only one funeral.  I 
was a bit worried that I might infect poor Fr. Rod just 
before his trip to Ireland.  Again, the luck of the Irish 
(Germans?) prevailed, and he and his entourage were 
able to make their trip.   
   These last couple of days I’ve been able to meet 
with Mrs. Urban, our principal, to share thoughts and 
plans for the upcoming school year.  All looks great.  
She along with the staff are preparing for the regular 
rotation of school accreditation.  It’s a great deal of 
work, but I’m confident that we will soar.   
   Have you met Terry Grachanin, our seminarian 
intern, yet?  Terry is here as part of his seminary 
formation.  He’s living with us for two weeks and will be 
coming each week after that for several hours to enter 
into the work of parish life bit by bit during his initial 
theological training.
