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The Exaltation of the Holy Cross

September 14, 2008

Dear Friends,

Last week, we welcomed Fr. Jan, a Polish
Redemptorist, who came to speak to us about the
missions. This was part of the yearly mission
cooperative plan collection of our diocese. Each year,
parishes are assigned a special mission speaker, and
this year we had the opportunity to hear about Russia,
Belarus, and other former Soviet block countries. For
those who would still care to contribute to this second
special mission collection that was taken up last week
but did not get the chance to do so, please put your
envelope in the collection and mark it accordingly. We’'ll
make sure that it gets to the right place.

We now welcome the pastor of our cluster partner,
St. Christopher Parish, Fr. John Chlebo, who will “swap”
pulpits with me this weekend. He’'ll be here, and I'll be
in Rocky River. We are doing this to help everyone
know more about our cluster initiative and to grow closer
together as partners in ministry and evangelization.
Please greet Fr. John warmly as he introduces himself
to those who may not know him and as he shares his
insights into our future collaboration.

Our feast this week is a special one, too. The
following are some insights into the Mass this weekend
from Fr. Daniel Harrington, a great Scripture scholar.
I’'m sure you'll enjoy them.

This week we step aside from the usual
sequence of readings for the Sundays in Ordinary
Time to celebrate the feast of the Exaltation of the
Holy Cross. It is a marvelous time for us to
appreciate more deeply the paradox and the
challenge of the cross in our lives. In first-century
Roman Empire times, crucifixion was a terrible and
shameful mode of execution. It was reserved for
slaves and rebels, thus, there wasn't much “holy”
about it. So when Christians speak of the “holy
cross,” we are making a bold and shocking
statement.

From earliest times, Christians have claimed that
through the crucifixion of Jesus, God has enabled us
to put aside our past sins, to relate to God in a new
way, and to gain an access to God that had not been
possible before. In that sense, the cross is indeed
holy. In that sense the crucifixion of Jesus was and
is a triumph or exaltation rather than a defeat or
shame.

The image of the bronze serpent being lifted up
on a pole that brings healing instead of death is the
focal point of the first and third readings. But an
even more striking and theologically significant text
about the holy cross appears in today’s reading from
Chapter 2 of Paul’s letter to the Christians at Philippi

in northern Greece. Paul wrote it in the mid-50's of
the first century A.D., 25 years or so after the
crucifixion of Jesus. In writing to what is often
described as his favorite community, Paul's purpose
was to provide theological advice about certain
pastoral problems that had arisen in the Christian
community there.

Today’'s Pauline passage seems to be a
guotation from a very early Christian hymn that both
Paul and the Philippians knew and affirmed. Paul
used it as a stimulus for the Christians to show
greater unity and respect toward one another. But
as the text stands, it also provides precious
testimony about what early Christians believed
concerning Jesus. It offers concrete evidence for
what has been aptly described as an explosion
(rather than a mere development) of doctrine
regarding Jesus.

According to the hymn, early Christians believed
that in the beginning Jesus was in the “form” of God
and possessed a certain equality with God.
Remember that the earliest Christians, like Paul
himself, were predominantly Jews, and that the
fundamental theological principle in Judaism of the
time was monotheism — that there is only one God
and only one Lord. Yet Paul and other early
Christians saw no conflict in describing Jesus in
these exalted (divine) terms. Furthermore, early
Christians believed that in becoming human, Jesus
in some way had “emptied himself” (kenosis in
Greek) and humbled himself in obedience to his
Father's will, even to the point of enduring a
shameful death on the cross. His incarnation, his
taking flesh and becoming human, led to his death
on the cross. Thus Jesus (the only Son of God)
became one with us in the most complete sense
imaginable — by sharing and embracing suffering and
physical death.

But the cross was not the end of Jesus’ story.
Early Christians also believed that Jesus, who
suffered death on the cross in obedience to his
Father’s will, had been raised from the dead and was
exalted to his heavenly Father once more, and that
God had bestowed on Jesus the name of
“Lord” (Kyrios in Greek) — the name that Greek-
speaking Jews reserved for God. According to this
very early hymn, therefore, it was and is appropriate
that all creation should join in the confession that
“Jesus Christis Lord.” In this narrative of our salvation,

the cross is the pivot between the incarnation and
the exaltation of Jesus. That is why we can call the
cross “holy.”

What strikes you when you hear the phrase “holy
cross”? In what sense does the cross of Jesus bring
healing? Have you experienced such healing in your
life? How do your beliefs compare with those of St.
Paul in today’s second reading? Great reflections for
this year of St. Paul and for our feast this weekend.

Next weekend we will celebrate Catechetical
Sunday and honor all those who undertake the ministry
of sharing faith with others as catechists and teachers.
Again, a warm welcome to Fr. Chlebo. We hope to see
you at one of the Town Hall Meetings mentioned in the
bulletin. Fr. John and his staff have been so great in
meeting with our St. Angela folks. | know that together
we will do great things for God in the future.

Fr. Rod and | also attend a meeting with Bishop
Lennon last week along with the priests from the
western suburban region of the diocese. The bhishop
wants to share with small groups of priests about certain
priestly issues, and | think it's great to do it in this way.
You'll remember that Fr. Rod and | will be gone toward
the end of October for our diocesan convocation
meeting which occurs every two years in our diocese.
More on that later. We’'ll also be reporting on recent
meetings of our Parish Pastoral Council and Parish
Finance Council as we look to the future. | also want
you to know that we are going to enlarge some space
for our wheelchair-bound parishioners back by the
handicapped/special seating area at the cross aisle. A
bit more room will help in the traffic flow and the ease of
movement for those who need our assistance in this
way. It will also help in the distribution of Holy
Communion.  Thanks for your understanding and
patience in all matters.

By the way, are you registered to vote? Will you be
able to vote by absentee ballot if need be? Our bishops
want us to be truly faithful citizens and know how
important each election is. So let’s all do what we need
to do to be ready and exercise this precious gift in our
country. Have a wonderful week. Oremus pro invicem.
Soli Deo Gloria. And don't forget the pet blessing/
animal blessing coming up on October 4™ this year at
11:30 AM. Get your kitties and gerbils groomed for the
occasion. We have had fish in the past along with
multiple breeds of dogs, etc. Life is never dull.

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VOTING BY CONSCIENCE By Father Brian Bransfield
The following is one of several articles regarding Faithful Citizenship prepared by the U.S. Conference of Catholic

The only difference between the voting booth and
the conscience is we usually have to wait in line to get
into one of them. Apart from that, the same thing is
supposed to happen in each place as that small cubicle
reveals me to myself.

You and | can only vote once in the election this
fall. But before we do, hopefully we have repeatedly
visited our own conscience. My conscience is what
separates the voting machine from a slot machine, and
only the human conscience can ensure that the ballot
lever is not pulled on a gamble.

The U.S. bishops emphasize the role of conscience
in Forming Consciences for Faithful Citizenship, a guide
for Catholics as they prepare for the 2008 elections.

What does conscience look like? It is that part of
me that is bigger than me. Many issues volley for
attention: immigration; affordable education; war;
neighborhood violence; health care; abortion; the
hungry and homeless; the environment; human
embryonic stem cell research; the dignity of marriage
between one man and one woman as the most
commonly recognized institution in history; economic
inequality; gas prices; and the beat goes on.

The common misunderstanding is that conscience
amounts to “what | think” on an issue. Conscience is not
just “what | think,” but it is me “thinking about what is
just” and true. It is not a partial appraisal based on the
words of a preacher, politician or passions. The inner
moral sense is not built on a sum total of what | think,
but is a manifestation linked with truth itself regardless
of my preferences.

Conscience does not allow a citizen to forget he is
first a person. It tells me | am a person, and, as such, |
must look at a quandary according to a certain order:
How does this act here and now, in and of itself, fit with
being human, and not simply lower prices? Conscience
insists that human dilemmas are moral concerns long
before they are political points of view. Conscience tells
me that to be free | must admit the truth that some acts
are inescapably evil and no manner of circumstances or
intentions can make them somehow good. Conscience
bursts all other bubbles: It tells me the difference
between right and wrong, good and evil, based not on
the truth of circumstances or best intentions, but first
and foremost on the truth of things in themselves.

Conscience must be formed, and, as such, it looks
in three directions at once: It looks at me, looks at the
moral dilemma at hand, and it sees the truth of both
without favor. So often the voter makes appeal to only to
the first two categories, me and the dilemma. Mere
opinion then substitutes for conscience. To make a
decision in conscience is to consult the truth of the
nature of things in themselves. Conscience begins
“outside-in.” The objective reality summons
accountability from me and forms the central coordinate
of conscience. Conscience must begin with the true
good. This starting point ensures that freedom and truth
are not enemies.

There is a faculty deep within that | do not create. It
is not programmed. This region is more than super ego
or social convention. It is however, formed. The moral
sense of conscience must be molded, not developed
simply by feelings, opinions, circumstance, intentions or
movements, but by the deep moral sense in which we
participate by being human and capable of reason.
Conscience does not simply decide for happy or sad,
but for good or evil. Conscience lines up the quandaries
in size order and sees the resemblance. Marriage,
racism, the environment, hunger, and abortion are not
competing events. They are cousins, if not siblings.
Conscience refuses to let one of these become an
“issue.”

Conscience winces when it hears a candidate
claim that he can fix health care, but still agree that a
child in the womb can be killed. Conscience knows that
if a candidate favors human embryonic stem cell
research, which always includes the killing of a human
person, then our neighborhoods can never be free of
violence — because we just voted for violence. The
moral sense knows that if you treat the environment any
way you like, sooner or later you will need treatment
because of the environment. Conscience realizes that if
you support torture you have just paid the deposit for a
war twenty years from now.

Conscience sees broadly. It breaks the bubble,
brushes back the curtain, pries down the lever, and by
the leverage of honest truth can not simply change, but
can transform, the world.
